This Week 

This week has been a very exciting week with the arrival of 7 chicks.  All 7 chicks 

hatched and the children will be voting for names in their keyworker groups.  The 

children have enjoyed showing their parents/family members the chicks. Please feel 

free to come and look at them.  We have also had lots of brothers and sisters 

enjoying looking at the chicks and observing the changes. 

 

The children have been painting pictures of the chicks and making chicks using a 

variety of resources in the creative workshop. 

 

In Forest School, the children who started in the summer term started their first 

session.  The other children enjoyed teaching them about the safety rules and 

routines in Forest School.  They learnt new songs and games. 

 

We have also been learning about the World Cup.  Some of the activities include: 

making a football table and using the small world figures to play a football match, 

designing football kits, painting flags, matching flags to football strips, penalty kicks 

outside and watching video clips of previous World Cup tournaments. 

 

Following children’s interests:

We enhanced the discovery area with lemons and the children tasted them and 

talked about how they tasted sour.  We will be continuing this next week with a 

variety of sweet and sour foods for the children to taste and sort. 

 

After asking the children what they would like to do in nursery, some children said 

they could like to do more cooking or turn nursery into a funfair. So next week we 

will be making pizzas.
